Take Dyke Rd north out of the city. 

Cross over the A27 and follow signs to Devils Dyke on Devils Dyke Rd. 

Post code: BN1 8YJ 

Tip: the road will sweep to the right and there will be a sign for devils 

dyke, stay left and head towards devils dyke, the same thing will 

happen about two miles up the road, when the road takes a very 

sharp right turn, stay left and this road will take you to the car park 

at Devils Dyke.
